I will be circulating a survey to 
our customers to determine what beer they would like for the 
4th tap. 
 After talking about this 
next project for a very long time it 
has finally been completed.  I'm 
talking about the removal of a 
portion of a wall in the kitchen 
that has been causing a bottleneck 
in our operations ever since the 
kitchen addition was completed 
some years ago.  I want to thank 
Bro. Gilbert Gyori for lending his 
expertise and labour to accomplish this project.  I'm quite 
sure that this man is older than I am but he was able to get me 
and 4 teenaged guys into quite a sweat as we hauled away the 
rubble as he systematically demolished the concrete block 
wall in short order.  I'm glad he's not my boss! 
 We have 3 weddings booked for September and our 
manager continues to get many compliments for her expertise 
in managing these events. 
 The Col. Club Board has decided that effective 
September 29, 2006 the price for our Friday night specials 
will be increased to $7 tax inclusive.  The $5 we were 
charging was an introductory price while the new price more 
accurately reflects our food costs.  Our intention was to get as 
many people as possible to come out and sample the quality of 
our food by way of an introductory price and that has been 
accomplished.  The crowds are now approaching the size of 
fish frys and so accordingly we have moved them into the 
banquet hall and are now using the numbering system for 
serving control.  Spaghetti nights will be increased to $6.
